3) Inauguration of the Indian Pavilion

In India Pavillion wet sampling of Mangoes (Varieties:
Banganpalli, Alphanso and Kesar) and Basmati Biryani Veg and
Non-Veg were organized. Millet Khichdi, Millet Noodles, Porridge
and Mango Lassi also arranged for tasting. Both the tasting
campaign saw large number of visitors through the sampling
done at APEDA stall.
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In the pavilion, a separate meeting area was earmarked in which,
an exclusive meeting room was provided to facilitate APEDA
officials to have contact meetings with VIPs and for exporters to
have meetings with stakeholders. This facility enabled Exporters
to conduct meetings regularly with the stakeholders during the
Exhibition.

Mango the king of fruits tasting campaign, another campaign saw
interest of Korean consumers as of today. They are used to buy
mangoes from Thailand and Phillipines. With the taste so sweet,
aroma so fragnant and colour so attractive, there was a buzz of
happiness amongst consumers and buyers going for it. Small
shots of mango lassi also proved to be sought after item in India
pavilion.

During the show, almost 10 major import houses had intense
discussion on import and export of agri. Products between Korea
and India. Amongst major groups : Del Monte, Orionm CJ, Sky
International, Dalsang, Evergreen Global, Logos D&I Co. Ltd
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During the event, bags and pen drives (consists of APEDA Films)
were also distributed to the individual visiting APEDA pavilion.

IYOM 2023: International Year of Millets-IYOM (2023) is
celebrated with an objective to create awareness on nutritional
and health benefits that can be derived with the consumption of
millets and also their suitability for cultivation under adverse and
changing climate conditions. The objective also draw focus for
enhanced investments in R&D and extension services related to
Millets.

To popularise Indian millets and its value added products
globally, APEDA formulated a strategy to promote exports by

participating in International Trade Fairs during the year 2023.
Accordingly, during Seoul Food & Hotel 2023, APEDA showcased
millet & millet value added products.
